Remembered by John Hammond

Many HAG CT wvolunteers and
readers of The Wharfinger will remember
my beloved partner Carolyn’s vadous
contributions to the work of the Trust and :
her enjoyment of playing an active part In the HRG CT community.

ILam sad to tell you that she died peacefully 1n the sarly hours of Tuesday
7 January. She had suffered a mlld bout of pneumonia just after Christmas and
was prescribed antiblaties, but the docters had signed her off as through that
and she was, as always, full of plans for the future. She went to bed as usual on
the Monday night, looking ferward chearfully to the next day, but never woksa up.

Carolyn and I first engaged with H&G CT In July 2007. We were In
Gloucester for a performance of Elgars The Dream of Gerantlus In the cathedrmal,
as part of the Three Cholrs Festival. The great flood of 2007 had peaked the day
befere and, among other congequences, thaere was no drinking water {or
washing up water) te be had which made life Interesting for the hespitality trade.
We knew there was going to be a flve-star Severn bore that evening and other
audlernc= members at the concert told us the best place to se= |t would be the
terrace of The Wharf House at Over.

So we made our way there and while we walted for what was, In the
evant, a spactacular natural phenomenan we hed our ears bent by David Penny
about the ambitlons of H&G CT and the work It was dolng. We already knew a
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litde, having read the excellent summary by Jonathan Mosse In the Nicholson
watarways gulde, but we were Inspired by David’s enthusiasm and signed up es
life members.

Naither of us was aver contant to ba a passive abserver, o wa took on
various roles as the needs and opportunities argse - In spite of the difficuliles of
our living far away In London. Carolyn soon becama the minute-taker for the
Board of The Wharf House Co Ltd, Inevitably adding wise comments during
meetings, and was later slectad onto the Coundl of Management of the Trust.
She made full and accurate minutes of the meetings and organised the
paperwork for resolutions and other formal purpeses, and she led several
Initietives promoting the work of the Trust both locally and In the netonal
waterways press.

She alze provided articles for The Wharfinger and, amang other financial
contributions, she kick-started the MIll Bam fundralsing appeal with a generous
denetion. We both made valued friendships with members of the H&G CT
cmmunity.

Twa notable avents were inspined by Carolyn and were achieved largely
through her steady commitment and energy: the reception for the “great and
good” of the two counties at Eastner Castle on 2 July 2015, and recognition for
the work of H&G CT volunteers through the Queen’s Award for Voluntary Service
announced on 2 June 2016.

Ax Chlef BExecuthe of CRT he
Is a busy man, but Carolyn persuaded him there and then to come to Eastnor
and give a keynote address,

Useful connections made at Eestnor Included the Lord Lileutenants of the
two countles, and they suggested and then supported the Trust’s application for
tha QAVS. Tha great bulk of the work praparing that application was done by
Carolyn, and it was crowned with suceess and a grand and memorable
presemtation ceremeny at Over In July 2016 attendded by many H&G CT
volunteers,

After we stepped down from direct Involvernent In H&G CT at the end of
2016, Carnlyn and I continued to cbserve developments fram afar and
support those seeking to reform the management of the Trust’s affalrs. We were
plaased to the progress baing made, and I know Caralyn would be gratified
with the tribute pald by one volunteer: ®*Both you and Carolyn contributed so
much to the Canal Trust laying the foundations for getting the Trust onto 8 more
solid footing.”

Carolyn’s main interests were in geclogy (she completed ber BSe¢ in
2017, achleving a 2-1, and was a regular field trip and conference participant)
and In clessical musle. Among other contibutions she was recently elected a
Trustee and Director of the Three Chelrs Festival, In which ole she had made a
great Impression In only 8 few months. The concert In Worcester Cathedral on
29 luly 2026 will be dedicat=d to her memcry, and this Is just one of seven public
performances through 2020 simllarly dedicated.

The Bridge was owned by Somerset County Coundl. It carred road traffic across
the Bidgwater and Teunton Canal end was restored In 1985.The Somersat CC
let a contract worth £16milllon o Whitemountaln, a dvll engineering group from
Northern Ireland and now part of the Braedon Group, to bulld 2 new bridges one
ever the River Parret and one over the BAT Canal.

During tha construction phasa ,tha swing bridge continued to be used,
but cn completion of the contract, the bridge hecame redundant .

The Inland Waterways Assodation through Rey Alexander negotiated
with the coundl for the bridge to be saved for a restoration profect. The H&G
Canal Trust made B succassful bld for the swing bridge end plans weta put In
place to move i to Gloucester.

David Harrisan, the senior Construction Manager for Whitemountain very
ldndly armmanged for the bridge to be transported to the Keyways yard Nr
Gloucestar at no cost to the Trust. As the bridge was 12/t wide the low loader
supplied by KRG Transport from Bridgwater, had to be accompanied by an escort
vehicle Our thanks go to the drivers of tha 2 vehicles Lewls Hawken and Dan
Taggart .

On errival et Keyway's Yard, the bridge was carefully lifted off by Ralph
Cantrill and placed In an area where It can be restored.
Thank you Ralph -Great job.

Mister Maysey - A Brief History, as we thought we
knew It

The boat *Ruby’ or as above Contance Rose was purchased by the
Herafordshire & Gloucestershire Canal Thust to convey up to 12 passangers and
rew. A more appropriate name was sought and Mister Maysey was chosen for
Its historic link to 2 man who used to work for the original canal company. It
sppears that he was the man who "got things done”.

She was launched at Over In 2000. Sometima pricr to purchase she was
modified by the addition of an sd=mied stern sectlon made from plating and
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‘Dexicn’. A very tred and temperamental Mercury engine was fitted to a hinged
transom. Thea hull was painted In 2004 but malntenancae and minor repairs done
on an ad hoe basls, The old engine was replaced by one salvaged from a sunken
pleasure boat and was serviced by the workshop gang. This engine did some
salvice but was also found to be troublezome and was zold on to be replaced In
Autumn 2010 by a brand new 8 HP Honda engine.

In 2011 i was found that the Intemal wocdwark was suffering rot and
further Inspecton revealed extensive rot In the floor board jolsts. It was
necessary te take tha boat out of the watar for completa refurblshment where It
was ‘tented’ to allow all weather work to be carried out. Upper frames and ralls
wete replaced using mahogany recydad from the old Over Hospltal. The hull was
repalmaed, and the boat put badk In the water for the next season.

Prior to the open day In Saptembar 2012 a new stearing binnade was
constructed, the boat repainted and a new fibre glass roof put In place. It was
noted that 8 small water leak was fTlling the blige, so an electric pump was fMtbed.

In December 2012 Mister Maysey was found to have sunk at It
moeringel Luckily the engine had bean removed for the Winter After some
difficultles the bhoat was pumped aut and dragged up the siipway on rollers for
Inspecton. A large saction of stem plate was found to be corroded through and
In holes. An ultrascnlc survey by ABD Marine showed the remalnder of the hull
to ba sound so¢ the cormoded section of the stern was cut out and new plate
wealded in place. After repainting the hull, tha beat was re-launched in time for
the 2013 ppen days.
